First aim of the event it to provide pointers on what will be required to support implementation.

· ‘best practice’ guidance based upon the code of practise to include specific information for stakeholders
· national training module applicable to validated training for AMHPs/CS and other professional staff, with appropriate training materials e.g. workbook, case examples
· Patient information leaflet to ‘Crystal mark’ standard and translated into appropriate range of languages/formats (to include powers/responsibilities of Nearest Relatives). 
· Best practice advice jointly with MHAC and RCPsych regarding use of SCT/Section 17 Leave/Guardianship and disseminate any agreed best practice points. 
· National scoping survey of patients eligible for SCT and develop provider estimates (needs assessment)

Explore the need for:

· Joint Guidance for housing providers with Housing Corporation/Local Government Association
· Expert clinical and legal guidance for any ‘revolving door’ patients who are discharged from Section 37/41 and also those described as having a ‘Dangerous and Severe Personality Disorder’ (DSPD)
· Guidance on appropriate communication between primary and secondary care for patients on enhanced CPA and subject to SCT jointly with appropriate professional bodies (RCGP, GPC, RCN, ADSS), 
· A targeted and effective communication/dissemination strategy for primary and community care staff. 

· Guidance on SCT to explicitly address commissioning requirements and standards
· Provide some guide to ensure consistency of key messages across guidance, training materials, information leaflets, revised CPA/Risk guidance
